
ROOMS

Sealoft, a cozy upper-level queen bed sitting room looks out toward the
harbour. It offers high ceilings, brick fireplace, and a large skylit bath with
tub and walk-in shower.
Woodland, a spacious ground level queen bed sitting room opens to
a grassy meadow, and is warmed by an open fireplace.
Hayloft, a large, upper level king bed sitting room, features high ceilings
and skylights, a free-standing fireplace, and a large window seat.

SUITES

Manor West, a two-room suite on the second floor of Manor House, has
a large, romantic queen-bed sitting room with harbour view through
leaded glass windows and a stone fireplace. The second bedroom, with
twin/king beds, offers peaceful elegant rest or a private dressing area.
Manor East, a two-room suite on the second floor of Manor House, has
a prime harbour view through leaded glass windows, and a stone fireplace
in the living room, where Warren Hastings designed WWII naval landing
craft. The queen-sized bedroom is furnished with antique oak.
Greenhouse, a two-room king-bed suite with deep-soaking tub and
wrap-around garden-view windows, is warmed by a free-standing fireplace
in the sunken living room.
Meadow, a wheelchair accessible two-room suite, offers a queen-bed
siting room with fireplace, TV/DVD, and French doors opening to a grassy
meadow. A separate study with desk and daybed also accesses the large bath
with walk-in shower and a generous soaking tub.

DELUXE SUITES

Hillside deluxe suites all enjoy harbour views from king bed, living room,
and covered balcony. These six suites offer a large bath with double soaking
tub, separate shower, heated floors, air conditioning, fireplace and the work
of local artists.

PREMIER SUITES

Farmhouse West and East are two-storey historic harbour-front
premier suites. The lower floor sitting room features an open brick fireplace,
queen sleeper sofa, full bathroom with large soaking tub, and private porch;
upstairs is a king bed and bath with large walk-in shower.
Somerset is a premier Hillside suite with harbour view, king-sized
bedroom, large soaking tub and walk-in shower. The large gathering room
features a dining area, large balcony and fireplace. This suite is perfect for
hosting small retreats, receptions and meetings.

DELUXE COTTAGE

Post, Salt Spring’s original Hudson’s Bay trading post, is a private, deluxe
two-room cottage, with fireplace, deep-soaking tub and queen-sized bed.
A favourite for romantic getaways due to its privacy and charm, its French
doors open to spacious lawns and harbour view.

PREMIER COTTAGE

Churchill Cottage, a premier three-bedroom/one-bath cottage
overlooking the entire property and harbour, has one queen, one twin/king,
and a single twin bedroom. A spacious living room with fireplace, TV,
private deck, cozy dining room, and bright kitchen invite longer stays.
Access is directly by private driveway or footpath to Reception.
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DINING OPTIONS
Reservations available from 5:30 p.m. À la carte and four-course Chef's Menu
are offered nightly. In-room breakfasts and gourmet picnics are available by
request the evening before. Lunches can be arranged for parties of four or more.

RESERVATION POLICY
Two-night minimum stays are required on weekends and during July and
August. We welcome room reservations for children over 16 years. Sorry, we
can not accommodate pets. Check-in time is after 3:00 p.m. Check-out time
is 11:00 a.m. We will be happy to store baggage for early arrivals or late
departures. Complimentary transportation to and from ferry and float plane
docks is provided upon request.

SPECIAL GROUP RATES
Group discounts apply for reservations of four or more rooms during spring
and fall. Weddings and receptions can be arranged with ample notice. We will
gladly tailor menus and activities to your group’s requirements. Our private
meeting/banquet rooms seat up to 60.

DEPOSIT/CANCELLATION POLICY
Prepayment of 50% will confirm a reservation. Your funds, less $25 per room
booked, will be gladly refunded if cancellation is made NOT LESS THAN 14
DAYS prior to arrival. After that, no refund will be possible. A guest who
checks out early will be required to pay for the days reserved, if the room
cannot be re-rented. All major credit cards accepted.
